March 2023

YoungsStar is transitioning to a new service provider in 2023. There are now five YoungStar Regions
instead of six. The Milwaukee and Kenosha/Racine Regions have been merged into the Southeastern
Region. Waukesha County is now part of the Southeastern Region. These changes and adjustments are
reflected in the data.

For the month of March, the following are notable YoungStar statistics.

* Participation and Rating Composition:
We currently have 3,813 programs participating in YoungStar. This is a decrease of 6

programs as compared to February. The chart and graph below show the rating composition
by region for the current month.
